Free Screening Day
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1. Executive Committee—often includes dentists, physicians, nurses, dental hygienists, speech pathologist, nutritionists, physical therapists, and survivors.
2. Location—clinic, church, mall, hospital, dentist or physician office, hallway

3. Contact Information—a phone number and/or website for information and scheduling

4. Equipment—room or private area surrounded by curtains, light source, tongue blades, gauze, trash can, sign-in sheets, screening forms, table, and informational handouts on tobacco cessation and oral, head and neck cancers

5. Administrative Approval—IRB or legal review of any/all documentation, medical care, research and identifying information may be necessary depending upon the institution and location.

OPTIONAL ITEMS
1. Posters, Flyers, Video monitors—many locations work with their marketing office to prepare elaborate demonstrations, citywide posters, billboards, and videos of the importance of screening and tobacco cessation

2. Booths/Displays—some screening sites have provided a series of booths outside the screening area with information on the side effects of head/neck cancer, treatment, nutrition, dental care, rehabilitation and tobacco cessation.

3. Follow-Up—in some screening centers, an immediate referral center is available to provide necessary follow-up care, treatment, biopsies and evaluation.

4. Documentation—at the choice of each screening site is the possibility of providing a copy of the screening report to the participant, their primary dentist and physician, and keeping a copy with the local screening center

5. Research—a number of screening centers have offered participants the option of consenting to be part of a research study related to screening, serum testing, tobacco use and other protocols.

6. Funding—there has been considerable support for the local and national effort in organizing the OHANCAW® event and Free Screening Day. Many cancer organizations, grants and corporate sponsors have provided educational and financial support for these events.
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
